Cross curricular lesson activities
English and The Arts: Drama

Students can:

· interview someone who has participated in a citizenship ceremony 

· create a glossary or a word-wall

· create a crossword celebrating aspects of New Zealand culture

· read the citizenship stories and compose their own.

The Arts: Visual


Students can:

· create a collage or mural from magazines or their own images representing who we are: ‘Let’s celebrate New Zealand’ citizenship.
Social Sciences


Students can:

· research citizenship rules, rights and responsibilities from another country, and compare them with New Zealand
· research a famous New Zealander, and write about why they think this person is important to our country

· study Template 12 Country of origin charts for citizens by grant, and locate the top ten countries or regions of origin for a given year on a world map. 

Maths: Statistics


Students can:

· conduct a survey of the class and graph how many students were born overseas or have a parent or grandparent born overseas 

· study Template 12 Country of origin charts for citizens by grant, graph the ten top countries of origin or the regions of origin, and make statements about what the information tells them
· study Template 13 How do people become citizens? showing the number of new citizens by birth, grant or descent, then graph and make statements about what the information tells them.
