Template 10 – Lesson 4: A typical journey to become a citizen by grant





Jack decides he wants to live in New Zealand.








Jack applies to the New Zealand government for permission to live in New Zealand permanently.





If successful, Jack is given permanent residency and then he can live in New Zealand as long as he likes.








Jack’s application is assessed against the legal requirements by the Department of Internal Affairs.   





After living in New Zealand for some time Jack decides to become a New Zealand citizen.





Jack applies for citizenship by grant.








Jack’s citizenship journey has ended.  He has become a New Zealand citizen.





If successful, Jack attends a citizenship ceremony, where he swears the oath or affirmation of allegiance and receives a certificate.








Jack’s application is sent to  the Minister of Internal Affairs for approval.
