New Zealand coat of arms

The New Zealand coat of arms proclaims the sovereign nature of New Zealand and the authority of the government.  

The quarters of the shield show the Southern Cross, a golden fleece, a wheat sheaf and mining tools. The last three items represent the industries that were most important when the coat of arms was designed. 

The two halves of the shield represent the North and South Islands, the vertical strip Cook Strait, and the three ships the importance of sea trade.

The figures supporting the shield are a Māori chief holding a taiaha and a European woman holding the New Zealand flag.

The crest is St Edward’s crown, which symbolises the fact that Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II is queen of New Zealand.
Spiny murex (Poirieria zelandica)

The shell featured is commonly known as the spiny murex and is unique to New Zealand waters.  The spiny murex is widely scattered from the North Cape to Stewart Island and around the Chatham Islands.  It normally lives at a range of depths from 10 to 500 metres.  It is rarely found washed ashore.Spiny murex (Poirieria zelandica)
